TRANSFORM YOUR FLUTE
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Patricia George is a performer, professor, co-author, and writer. Her Flute Talk 
column, “The Teacher’s Studio,” was often the first thing a reader turned 
to because they would inevitably discover a tidbit or concept that could be 

immediately incorporated into their teaching or practice. A former student shares, “Not 
everyone who is a great performer has the ability to pass on their ideas in such simple 
ways. Not everyone can hand someone ‘a bag of tricks’ that will enable them to become a 
better musician and performer. I will never forget all of the catch phrases of strong-weak, 
syncopation equals separation, loop or less, dots equal silence, and many others.” 

After attending the Texas Tech University band camp as a 10-year-old, George was 
largely self-taught until she studied with Frances Blaisdell at the National Music Camp. 
Blaisdell guided her in building a strong foundation based on the concepts of Georges 
Barrère and William Kincaid. At the Eastman School of Music (BM, MM, Performer’s 
Certificate in Flute) George continued her studies with Joseph Mariano, who encouraged 
summer study with William Kincaid and Julius Baker. While at Eastman, she was selected 
to join the Eastman Philharmonia for a three-and-a-half-month tour of Europe, the Middle 
East, Poland, and Russia. Working with conductors Howard Hanson and Frederick Fennell 
influenced her musical ideas. 

George began teaching in the ninth grade. This experience was the beginning of her 
love and passion for pedagogy. She continued to teach in the Eastman Preparatory 
Department and later developed studios in Washington, DC, and Quincy, IL, where 
she started Quincy Flute Week, a weeklong class for young flutists. She began to write 
performance packets for her university students and Flute Week participants that 
became the core curriculum for the pedagogical series she co-authored with Phyllis 
Avidan Louke. In 1983 George became the flute professor at Idaho State University 
(Faculty Achievement Award, 1995), and later at Brigham Young University–Idaho. She 
also performed chamber music with the Amadeus Trio (flute, cello, piano) and Trio Terra 
Nova (flute, bassoon, piano) throughout the Intermountain West, including performances 
for Utah Public Radio. She spent 13 summers playing principal flute in the Sun Valley 
Summer Symphony followed by 19 summers as flute professor and principal flute at the 
Sewanee Summer Music Festival.

George lives in Appleton, WI, where she is senior contributing editor of The Instrumentalist 
magazine and continues to write “The Teacher’s Studio” column. She also teaches lessons 
and classes on Zoom.

Patricia George

A Teacher’s Teacher

2023 Lifetime Achievement Award  
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Keith Underwood is considered one of the foremost flute pedagogues of his  
 generation, as well as an expert on breathing techniques as it relates to wind  
 players. He resides in Yonkers, New York, and is on the faculties of New York 

University’s Steinhardt School, The New School–Mannes School of Music, and Queens 
College, the Aaron Copland School of Music. He also teaches online. 

Born in 1951 in New Haven, Connecticut, his father Kenneth was a professor at Wesleyan 
University and Yale Divinity School, a brilliant social scientist, and in the 1960s became 
advisor to President Kennedy. His mother Marjorie was assistant to the dean at Yale. 

As a performer he has played with organizations including the New York Philharmonic, 
American Composers Orchestra, and Parnassus (with which he gave the American 
premiere of Elliott Carter’s solo flute piece Scrivo in Vento), and he is also principal flute 
of the Orchestra of New England. He has recorded with such diverse artists as Benjamin 
Verdery, Celine Dion, Kathleen Battle, Rod Stewart, Bobby McFerrin, and Anthony 
Newman. He can be heard playing the flute cadenza in the 1983 production of The Pirates 
of Penzance with Linda Ronstadt.

Every August for the past decade, he has traveled to California to give a weeklong 
masterclass at the Hidden Valley Music Seminars. In recent years, he and jazz flutist 
Ali Ryerson have combined classes from which emerged the Jazz Flute Big Band and 
the Japan Jazz Flute Big Band under the direction of Yuko Hoshi. In this idyllic setting, 
Underwood, Ryerson, and award-winning Brazilian composer, flutist, and pianist  
Léa Freire create, perform, and teach together.

Before COVID Underwood traveled internationally to perform and give masterclasses.  
He has worked extensively with flutists and musicians from many prominent orchestras 
in the US and abroad, including the Boston, Minnesota, Houston, Dallas, Atlanta, and New 
Jersey symphony orchestras, The Cleveland Orchestra, and The Metropolitan Opera.

Underwood did an enormous amount of online teaching during COVID and used the 
isolation time to tweak his methods. He collaborated with other musicians internationally 
via the Internet, including Israeli jazz flutist Hadar Noiberg. He is again teaching in-person 
and is scheduled to give classes at NYU, Mannes, New England, Boston University, and 
Hidden Valley. 

Keith Underwood’s teaching has touched thousands of students, and he has left an indelible 
mark on many of them. No matter how good or bad you were, you’d come out sounding 
better. He has given many flutists hope and, ultimately, he makes playing flute fun again.

Keith Underwood

2023 Lifetime Achievement Award 
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Professor of Flute at the University of Illinois and Past NFA President, Jonathan 
Keeble enjoys a robust career as performer, pedagogue, and clinician. He is 
the flutist for the award-winning Prairie Winds and Aletheia Duo and principal 

flute of Sinfonia da Camera. Keeble spends his summers performing and teaching 
at Aria International, Madeline Island Chamber Music, and the University of Illinois 
Pre-College Flute Seminar. At Illinois, where he has taught since 2002 and currently 
chairs the Woodwinds, Brass, and Percussion Area, Keeble is one of two faculty in the 
School of Music’s history to receive the Provost’s Award for Undergraduate Teaching 
Excellence. In Spring 2017 he received the College of Fine and Applied Arts (FAA) Award 
for Excellence in Teaching, and in 2015 FAA’s Award for Excellence in Service. Keeble 
has held teaching posts at SUNY Fredonia (1994–95) and Oklahoma State University 
(1996–2002) and taught masterclasses throughout the US and in New Zealand, Brazil, 
Australia, Ecuador, Korea, Hong Kong, and more.

Keeble’s dedication to the profession shows in his continuous contributions to the 
NFA, from chairing the 2008 Kansas City convention, F6 Flute: High Winds, to hiring an 
Executive Director and serving on the 50th Anniversary Planning Committee. As Vice 
President and President (2008–12), he advanced the NFA’s standards of professionalism: 
increasing transparency, streamlining procedures for efficiency and fairness, facilitating 
membership access, developing year-round resources, and modernizing branding and 
online presence. Keeble appears regularly as performer, adjudicator, clinician, panelist, 
and presenter at NFA conventions, where he has premiered several works for flute 
and harp as a member of the Aletheia Duo and appeared on numerous headliner and 
gala concerts. At the Salt Lake City convention in 2019, he premiered Richard Prior’s 
Concerto for Flute and Orchestra with the NFA Gala Concerto Concert Orchestra. 
Keeble contributes periodically to The Flutist Quarterly.

Keeble’s performance, pedagogy, and service stems from a “pay it forward” mentality, 
rooted in his upbringing in a family of artists in rural Washington and reinforced through-
out his training with self-sacrificing flutists—Frances Risdon (Spokane Symphony), 
Walfrid Kujala (Northwestern University), and Bonita Boyd (Eastman School of Music). 
Just as Keeble’s teaching centers on elevating artistry and developing each student’s 
unique personal and musical voice, his commitment to humanity and equity in our 
profession—and his understanding of service as a way of life—makes his contributions 
to the flute community indispensable.

Jonathan Keeble

2023 Distinguished Service Award  
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Robert Stallman (June 12, 1946–May 12, 2019) was the quintessential musician,  
a powerhouse flutist who loved all aspects of music. Always in search of new  
 repertoire to augment the limited flute repertoire, he never shied away from 

arranging violin or operatic pieces—anything that pleased the musical heart, regardless  
of what the purists might say.

Stallman was a highly-active American classical flutist, arranger, and educator of 
enormous talent. A student of David DeWitt, then New England Conservatory’s James 
Papputsakis, he received his bachelor’s in 1968, as well as the school’s top prize, the 
Chadwick Medal. He then became a Fulbright Scholar to further his studies with  
Jean-Pierre Rampal, Alain Marion, and Gaston Crunelle in Paris from 1968 to 1969.  
He returned to N.E.C., earning his master’s, magna cum laude, in 1971.

Driven by this insatiable desire, he informed it all with magnificent sound, always conveying 
wonderful colors, sensitive emotion, and stylistic perfection. Stallman was a man on a 
mission, inspired first and foremost by the binding love of our musical heritage and his 
desire to illuminate it, to expand the comparatively small repertoire for his beloved flute.

His wife, Hannah Woods, quietly supported him in his many projects, including 20 years 
directing chamber music at the Marblehead Summer Music Festival and his numerous 
performance trips to Europe, Mexico, South America, Japan, and China. Stallman said 
that “Marrying Hannah was the best thing I ever did! She has graced my life for more  
than half my years.” Hannah helped with communications involving multiple premieres  
of new works and over 100 Stallman editions released with eight different publishers.  
She also became his trusted ears in the recording studio as co-producer for many of  
his 24 recordings.

He held several positions in US music schools: He was named adjunct lecturer in 1978 
at N.E.C. when chosen by Pappoutsakis to be his successor there, taking over his large 
studio for three years. Later he held positions at Longy School, Boston Conservatory, 
Aaron Copland School of Music/CUNY, and Manhattan School of Music.

Following in the footsteps of Rampal, Stallman attracted audiences comparable to 
virtuoso violinists and pianists. “The flute is only a means to convey music,” he said. “What 
is important is making music. If there’s something in me that is stronger than my body, that 
inner spark will do justice to the composer and bond the souls of the listeners. Without 
inspiration, those sensibilities cannot be reached…. Music happens only once. It is a 
transitory art, unlike paintings which can be viewed often.”

Procedure for Checking Instruments 

All registered convention attendees may use the instrument security room free  
of charge.

When you check your bag, you will be given a tag/receipt combination. On the tag, write 
your name as it appears on your badge and your room number at the hotel or a number 
at which you can be reached. Each time you check your bag, the guard will hand you 
the receipt portion of this ticket. This will be for one case unless you open the case and 
request a receipt specifying the contents of the case. It is strongly suggested that you take 
a picture of the tag in case it gets lost. 

To claim your instrument, you must present your receipt and be wearing your convention 
badge; the name printed on the tag must match the badge of the person picking up the 
bag and you must have a picture ID. 

Since many flute cases look identical, it will be helpful to attach an identifying item (e.g., 
brightly colored scarf, pom-pom, toy key chain) to help the guards find yours more quickly.

We hope the knowledge that your instruments are secure will free you to enjoy the 
convention to the fullest.

All items not picked up by 11:30 p.m. on Sunday, August 6, 2023, will be turned over to the 
Phoenix Convention Center Security area for pickup. Contact information for the Security
