The Bulldog Flute Choir Collective is a combined ensemble of the Louisiana Tech Univ. and Mississippi 
State Univ. flute choirs. The ensemble enjoys collaborative performance and educational opportunities, 
thus developing a foundation for arts and music education in their rural areas. 
 
The Jazz Flute Workshop, initiated by the New York Flute Club in 2024, is headed by board member Chip 
Shelton and helps participants develop improvisational skills utilizing jazz techniques. 
The Savannah Area Flute Association is a volunteer group of professional, casual, and student flutists in 
southeastern Georgia. Since its founding in 2018, SAFA’s Flute Choir has given regular performances to 
educate and foster appreciation of the flute in the community. 
 
The Scott/Garrison Duo, clarinetist Shannon Scott and flutist Leonard Garrison, has performed together 
since 1988 with a strong focus on contemporary American music. They've released four CDs on Albany 



Records and appeared at conferences of the NFA, College Music Society, and NACWPI. Members of the 
Flute-Clarinet Duos Consortium, they’ve won grants from the Brannen-Cooper Fund, Oklahoma Arts 
Council, and their universities to support new commissions and performances. scottgarrisonduo.com 
 
The Southern Miss Flute Ensemble, based at the Univ. of Southern Mississippi, includes music majors 
and alumni. It performs four formal recitals yearly and over two dozen smaller concerts at Hattiesburg 
retirement homes, focusing on premiering new works and featuring alumni soloists. 
 
The Travis Williams Group was inspired by the oud, bringing together five world-class musicians 
performing original compositions influenced by Arabic Maqam, modern jazz, Appalachian roots, and 
music from Africa and Latin America. A true fusion of styles with the sole purpose of making music that 
people will connect with and that will mean something to them. 
 
The Umoja Flute Institute (UFI), inspired by Valerie Coleman’s vision, supports and celebrates flutists of 
African descent. Its commissioned work by Allison Loggins-Hull, It's in Us, was performed at the 2023 
NFA Convention. The group wants to provide youth with opportunities to learn from and collaborate with 
living Black composers. Now a nonprofit, UFI has engaged with world-class composers and performers, 
and received generous support from donors, sponsors, and members. 
 
The Universal Jazz Flute Big Band, formed in 2021, is a global online ensemble open to flutists 
everywhere. While they have created virtual ensemble videos, they performed together in person for the 
first time at the 2024 NFA Convention. 
 
The Woodbridge Flute Choir, directed by Debbie Gilbert, performs primarily in Fairfax, VA. Since its 
inception in 1996, the WFC has presented a regular concert series in Northern VA and has performed at 
charitable and gala events. woodbridgeflutechoir.org 
 
The Thena Quartet was formed at Oklahoma City Univ. in 2021 and now comprises members across the 
country in diverse music careers. They aim to showcase the breadth of being chamber performers and 
working musicians. No strangers to the NFA, the members performed with the OCU flute choir in 2022 
and 2024. 
Thiago Bohm Bottega, a Brazilian flutist, has won solo and chamber music prizes in Brazil and the U.S. 
As a soloist, he has appeared with orchestras including the Santa Maria Symphony, the Caxias do Sul 
Wind Ensemble (Brazil), the Tolima Symphonic Band (Colombia), and the USM Symphony. Bachelor's 
degree, Federal Univ. of Santa Maria (Brazil); MM and DMA, Univ. of Southern Mississippi. He teaches 
privately, directs the Carolina Flute Choir, and performs with the Raleigh Flute Choir. 
 
Thomas Reynolds joined the U.S. Army Band “Pershing’s Own” bassoon section in 2019, and the U.S. 
Army Band Woodwind Quintet in 2023. He is active as an orchestral musician and teacher, and he holds 
degrees from the Univ. of Michigan and Univ. of Cincinnati-CCM. 
 
Tia Roper has performed around the globe. A celebrated musician, she was recently honored for her 
contributions and accomplishments at the Atlanta Symphony Orchestra's VIP reception, The Classics: 
Honoring Black Women in Symphonic Music. Her debut album, The Magic Flute, is on Albany Records. 



Roper graduated with honors from Juilliard Pre-College. BM, Manhattan School of Music; MM, Boston 
Univ.; DMA, Rutgers Univ. She is the founder and artistic director of Rhapsody in Ebony. 
 
Tiffany Ragan is in her sixth year of teaching at Elk City Intermediate School where she was recently 
named Teacher of the Year and was recognized by OkMEA as the 2023 Outstanding Young Music 
Educator. BME, Southwestern Oklahoma State Univ. 
 
Tilmann Dehnhard performs around the world and gives workshops for jazz, modern playing techniques, 
and improvisation. He teaches at the Jazz Institut Berlin. He has performed and recorded with many 
artists including Sam Rivers, Steve Lacey, Evan Parker, Robbie Williams, Cindy Lauper, and Till 
Brönner, while also producing his CDs. Dehnhard composes for the theatre and film, including NFA 
Newly Published Music Competition winners "The New Flute" (2014) and "Jazz Studies for Flute" 
(2012). 
 
Timothy Hagen is visiting assistant professor of flute at Austin Peay State Univ. He is also an

Tower Duo (flutist, Erin Helgeson Torres and saxophonist, Michael Rene Torres), the contemporary 
flute/saxophone duet based in Columbus, OH, has performed across the world at schools, conferences, 
arts venues, and festivals, including several guest artist residencies. Their debut album, Crosswind, is 
under PARMA Recordings' Ravello Records. 
 
Townes Osborn Miller is professor of music and coordinator of the Outreach and Fellowship in Music 
Scholarship at Mott Community College. In addition, she is adjunct instructor in flute at Saginaw State 
Univ. and conducts their flute choir. Miller serves as volunteer coordinator for the NFA Convention. 
 



Tracy Glass is an elementary and middle school band director (grades 4-6) in the Seneca Valley School 
District (Pittsburgh).

The University of Kentucky Flute Ensemble, under the direction of Julie Hobbs, is comprised of college 
students from across the Commonwealth. The ensemble proudly honors KY's role in Appalachia's rich 
and diverse culture through performances, original compositions, and arrangements. 
 
The USF Flute Ensemble is comprised of flute majors and principles studying with Francesca Arnone at 
the Univ. of South Florida in Tampa. 
 
The Univ. of Texas at El Paso Flute Choir, Las Flautistas, led by Mafer Guglielmina, is comprised of 
UTEP flute music majors, applied minors, non-music majors, high school students, band directors, 
community members, and UTEP flute studio alumni. 
 
The UTK Flute Choir comprised by students of the Univ. of Tennessee, Knoxville including music majors 
and non-majors accepted by audition. The ensemble advocates for performing original works for flute 
choir by underrepresented composers and commissions new works, promoting compositions by young 
composers 
 
The UTRGV Flute Ensemble (Univ. of Texas Rio Grande Valley), conducted by Nicaulis Alliey, proudly 
reflects the vibrant flute community of Southmost TX, and its Hispanic heritage. It brings together 
undergraduate and graduate university students from the Brownsville and Edinburg campuses in a musical 
celebration of unity.

Virginia Broffitt Kunzer is professor of flute at Auburn Univ, principal flute of the Symphony of 
Northwest Arkansas, and flutist with the Pangaea Chamber Players. She has established a successful 
career as a pedagogue, soloist, orchestral musician, and chamber musician. 
 
Virginia Shingleton is a flutist based in Knoxville, TN, where she is a member of the Knoxville 
Symphony's administration. BA instrumental performance, Middle Tennessee State Univ. with Deanna 
Little; MM, instrumental performance, Boise State Univ. with Nicole Molumby. 
 
The Vuorovesi Trio (Finnish for “tide”), formed in 2018, is one of the leading woodwind trios for flute, 
oboe, and clarinet. Univ. of Alabama faculty Diane Boyd Schultz, Mary Lindsey Bailey, and Osiris J. 
Molina bring dynamic interpretations to this unique repertoire. Acclaimed for their performances and 
commissions, they have appeared at Cervantes Hall in Havana, Cuba, and at the International Double 
Reed Society and International Clarinet Association ClarinetFest conferences. 
 
Wendy Hymes, flutist and arts administrator, highlights music by diverse composers. Her recordings are 
African Art Music for Flute featuring music for flute from Ghana, Nigeria, Uganda, and South Africa 
(also the subject of her doctoral dissertation) and Dances and Rhapsodies – Works for Wind Quintet. She 
directs the Intercultural Music Initiative Chamber Players based in St. Louis, MO.
