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2016 LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD

Katherine Hoover is a multifaceted artist—flutist, teacher,
entrepreneur, poet, and, most notably, a distinguished
composer. A prodigy (she read music at age 4), she is also,
as a woman composer, a pioneer in her field. Hoover’s
work has garnered commissions, awards, and accolades
including a 1994 American Academy of Arts and Letters
Award in Composition. In 1996, her Dances and Variations
and its premiere at the Kennedy Center was chronicled in
the PBS documentary New Music. Ten of her pieces have
won the NFA Newly Published Music Competition.

Born in Elkins, West Virginia, Katherine Hoover grew
up in Philadelphia. She holds a performer’s certificate in
flute and a bachelor of music in music theory from the Eastman School of Music, where
she studied with Joseph Mariano. She studied with William Kincaid for two years before
moving to New York, where she taught at Juilliard’s Preparatory Division and, in years to
follow, performed at leading halls in New York. In 1969, she began teaching theory at the
Manhattan School of Music, where she also earned a master’s degree, and remained there
for 15 years.

Hoover began to arrange and compose during this period, drawing inspiration from
many sources for her pieces, including The Medieval Suite (inspired by Barbara Tuchman’s A
Distant Mirror), which won the NFA’s 1987 Newly Published Music Competition. Although
known for her works for flute, Hoover also composes orchestral, vocal, and chamber
works for other instruments, including the tone poem Eleni: A Greek Tragedy, Op. 36; Two
Sketches, commissioned by the Bay Area Women’s Philharmonic; her Clarinet Concerto
for Eddie Daniels; the Quintet Da Pacem for piano and strings, commissioned by the New
Jersey Chamber Music Society; her Double Concerto for two solo violins and orchestra; and
other works.

Hoover launched her own publishing company, Papagena Press, in 1990 and inaugurated
it with the publication of what today remains her best-known work. Kokopeli, for solo flute,
was written during a trip to the Southwest and is inspired by Native American legends, arts,
and cultures. To date, the piece has sold more than 11,000 copies.

Other major works include Three for Eight, a joint commission of the New York and Long
Island flute clubs, Canyon Echoes for flute and guitar, Winter Spirits for solo flute, premiered
in Philadelphia by Mimi Stillman, and Mountain & Mesa for flute and piano, premiered by
Stillman at the 2009 NFA convention and performed again by Stillman at Hoover’s 75th
birthday tribute concert in 2013.

In August 2015, Hoover’s The Four Winds for flute and orchestra premiered at the Annual
NFA Convention, and, later the same year, she published her first collection of poetry, This
Way About, which received an editor’s choice designation. Katherine Hoover lives with her
husband, Richard Goodwin, in New York.

2016 LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD

James J. Pellerite, a co-founder of the National Flute
Association and performer on the modern flute, is well
known as an orchestral musician. He succeeded his
renowned teacher, William Kincaid, as solo flutist of the
Philadelphia Orchestra. Previously, he served as principal
flutist with the Indianapolis and Detroit symphonies; he
also performed with the orchestras of Chautauqua (New
York), Radio City Music Hall, LOrquestra Sinfonica
de Puerto Rico, the Minnesota Orchestra, and the San
Francisco and Dallas symphonies. He has played under the
batons of such legendary conductors as Leonard Bernstein,
Pablo Casals, Neville Mariner, Dimitri Mitropoulos,
Eugene Ormandy, Leopold Stokowski, and Bruno Walter. With Igor Stravinsky conducting,
Pellerite also recorded his Octet for Winds.

Pellerite was professor of music at the Jacobs School of Music, Indiana University,
for three decades. He was a renowned pedagogue, combining innovative approaches to
his teaching with a focus on orchestral literature. He trained many flutists to go on to
prominent university and symphony careers. As a performer and teacher, he appeared
throughout the United States, Canada, and Mexico and in residencies in Australia, Japan,
Taiwan, Singapore, and the People’s Republic of China.

Pellerite has written and edited numerous contemporary flute works and has authored
pedagogical publications including the ground-breaking A Modern Guide to Fingerings
and Handbook of Literature for the Flute. He has also designed and built flutes and
headjoints, working on projects with, among others, the legendary flutemakers Albert
Cooper and Jack Moore.

In 1993, Jim and his wife, Helen, moved to Albuquerque, New Mexico. He quickly fell
in love with the sound of the Native American flute, and soon turned to a new career with
his new instrument of choice.

Pellerite has inspired beautiful compositions, created for the Native American flute, by
an impressive roster of outstanding composers. He has commissioned and published an
important catalog of scores featuring a wide selection of orchestral, chamber, and solo
works by living composers. His programs and lectures are noted for the high quality and
diversity of the music presented and reflect his commitment to expand the capabilities,
tonal spectrum, and intonation of the Native American flute, thus elevating it to the status
of a significant new presence in the contemporary music landscape.

As a soloist with orchestra, Pellerite has recorded some of these new compositions
with the National Polish Radio Symphony (David Oberg, conductor) and the Moravian
Philharmonic (Lawrence Golan, conductor). His performances are included on CDs by
Azica and Centaur Records. Other CDs of solos, chamber music, and orchestral repertoire
have been released by Albany Records, including the 2015 disc, Embrace the Wind, and, in
2016, Mystic Voices Soaring. Much of this recorded music can be heard on YouTube and at
jamespellerite.com.

Central time on Monday, October 3,
2016. Please submit your proposal via the online form in the “Annual Conven-
tion” section of nfaonline.org. You may upload an audio file with your proposal
online through the link provided. Audiovisual needs must be listed on the pro-
posal form and are subject to budgetary restraints.

Proposals will be accepted in the following categories:

« Solo Performance (alone or with keyboard or electronics)
o« Chamber Performance

« Flute Choir Performance (more than five flutes)

» Workshop

o Lecture

o Lecture-Recital

o Panel

o Other

Each NFA member may submit up to three proposals, but each must be in a differ-
ent category. For example, an applicant may submit one solo performance, one cham-
ber performance, and one lecture, but not two solo performances and one lecture.
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Flute choir proposals must be submitted via the online proposal form by 11:59
p.m. Central time on Monday, November 15, 2016. Directors should include an
mp3 audio file (no videos or mp4s will be accepted) with three to five selections
that best represent the choir. These must have been recorded no earlier than 15
months prior to your submission but do not have to include your proposed selec-
tions. Invited choirs will be allotted 30 minutes, which includes speaking, setup,
and transition time. The proposal should include all music to be performed with
exact timings (including a good estimate for unfinished compositions), and
composers’ and arrangers’ information. If invited, the choir’s performance date
and time will be determined by the program chair. When uploading, name your
audio with your proposal number followed by your name.
