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2017 LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD

Ervin Monroe is a musician of great versatility, flutist,
composer, arranger, conductor, and entrepreneur. While
in high school, he was asked to play as principal flut-
ist in the Pensacola Florida Symphony. He then attended
the Oberlin Conservatory and at age 19 studied in Aus-
tria, where he also toured as a member of the Mozarteum
Orchestra in Salzburg. Monroe was offered a permanent
position there, but decided to complete his musical stud-
ies in the States and vie for a spot with a major Ameri-
can symphony. While working on a master’s degree at the
Manhattan School of Music, Monroe was hired to play as
principal flutist for the American tours of the world’s most
prestigious ballet companies, including the Bolshoi, Royal Danish, and Royal English bal-
lets. At age 23 he was selected to play in the Chamber Symphony of Philadelphia and record
chamber music for RCA Red Label Classics. Two years later, he was appointed the principal
flutist of the Detroit Symphony, a position he held for 40 years until his retirement in 2008.
He can be heard on numerous symphonic recordings with legendary conductors such as
Antal Dorati and Neemi Jarvi.

Monroe has served as a member of the board of directors and as president of the National
Flute Association. He was the NFA program chair in 1990 and later was a founder and the
first editor of The Flutist Quarterly. Monroe has judged on many musical panels, includ-
ing the NFA’s Young Artist Competition. He has a multitude of publications to his credit,
including music periodicals, instructional manuals, arrangements, and compositions. His
book, Special Fingerings for Advanced Flutists, was selected by the National Flute Associa-
tion as the number-one Newly Published Pedagogical Book in 2012. His children’s piece,
The Amazing Symphony Orchestra, has been performed by orchestras internationally.

Monroe was a faculty member at the Wayne State and Oakland universities in Detroit
and has been a visiting professor at a number of other colleges, including the University of
Michigan and Michigan State University. He has performed flute on many chamber music
and solo recordings and has lectured and given masterclasses for 50 years. He was music
director of several Michigan orchestras and the founding music director of the Oakland
Youth Symphony, which he conducted for 10 years.

In the early 1970s, Monroe started a small publishing company called Little Piper, which
specialized in flute music. The company now sells music worldwide.

In 1975, Monroe became a consultant for Muramatsu flutes. Twenty years later, in 1995,
he was appointed by the president of Muramatsu Inc. in Japan to head a North Ameri-
can company representing and distributing Muramatsu flutes. This company is known as
Muramatsu America.

Monroe is a diverse musician. He played with a jazz combo in college and later a rock-
and-roll group that recorded for London Records. He also played background flute for a
number of Motown’s greatest hits. His teachers include Robert Willoughby, Harold Bennett,
and William Kincaid.

Laurie Sokoloff was born into one of Philadelphia’s lead-
ing musical families—both her parents were on the piano
faculty of the Curtis Institute of Music. She first studied
piano with her mother and Ralph Berkowitz and solfege
lessons with Luigi Zaninelli, and then took early flute les-
sons with John Krell, solo piccoloist of the Philadelphia
Orchestra. When she was 10 years old, her mother hired
students from the Curtis Institute to come to their house
to practice with her.

At age 14, Sokoloft was accepted into the Curtis Institute’s
program, where she studied with William Kincaid, principal
flutist of the Philadelphia Orchestra, while simultaneously
finishing high school. She also took two masterclasses with Marcel Moyse and studied with
him for two summers at Marlboro. By the time she graduated at age 18, she was already the
contracted piccoloist with Philadelphia’s two opera companies and the Pennsylvania Ballet.

During the years spent in Philadelphia following her graduation, Sokoloff performed
in chamber music recitals with cellist Jay Humestan and pianist Peter Serkin, soloed
with the Philadelphia Orchestra, and played numerous recitals with her father. She also
gave chamber music recitals for the Bay Chamber Concerts in Rockport, Maine.

While on tour with the Pennsylvania ballet orchestra in February 1969, Sokoloff
auditioned for and won the solo piccolo position with the Baltimore Symphony Or-
chestra. She began working there the day after the ballet tour ended. She stayed with
the orchestra for 47 years until her retirement in 2016. While with the orchestra, she
was a featured soloist, performing concerti by Vivaldi and Liebermann. She has given
piccolo masterclasses at the Peabody Conservatory and the Curtis Institute of Music
and teaches flute and piccolo at Peabody.

For several years in the1990s, she chaired the National Flute Association’s Piccolo
Committee and coordinated the Piccolo Artist Competition. On behalf of the NFA, she
spearheaded commissions of Liebermann’s Piccolo Concerto—which Jan Gippo pre-
miered at the 1996 Annual National Flute Association Convention and Sokoloff played
with the Baltimore Symphony two years later—and Souvenirs by Robert Beaser. In the
summer of 2000, she premiered “The High and the Mighty,” written for her by Michael
Daugherty, at the Annual NFA Convention.

Also in 2000, Sokoloff joined the faculty at the Peabody Institute of the Johns Hop-
kins University, where she is on the flute faculty with Marina Piccinini and is the major
piccolo teacher; she also created a piccolo major program at the institute. Sokoloff is
lauded for her teaching and has sent countless students on to full-time orchestral and
band positions.

NFA convention. She has attended most of the NFA conven-
tions, beginning with the third one in Milwaukee.

Mintener coordinates Chinese Orphans Project of First
Baptist Church in Madison. Eleven years ago, she began
organizing and performing in annual concerts for the
benefit of impoverished rural Chinese orphan children.
Many local flutists have performed in the concerts, including the entire Madison Flute
Club. In addition, several other NFA members have volunteered to come to Madison at
their own expense to perform in the concert, including Alexa Still and her harpist daugh-
ter, Jonathan Keeble, Patricia George, James J. Pellerite, and Roberta Brokaw. The project’s
purpose is to provide funds to obtain an education for orphaned children who had lost their
parents to AIDS, which had been contracted when the adults donated blood in exchange
for small sums of money. The project then expanded to include orphans who had been
abandoned or whose parents had died of other causes. In the past 11 years, the annual free-
admission Chinese Orphans Benefit Concerts have raised enough funds and sponsorships
to send hundreds of orphans through school as far as they were able. This past school year,
95 orphans were in school—nine of them in college. Five children have graduated from
college and become self-supporting in professional jobs. Mintener and her husband, Bob,
traveled five times into the children’s rural Henan Province villages to visit each orphan in
their humble, often one-room, dirt-floor homes, where they live with relatives, generally
elderly grandparents. She and Bob will leave after the convention for the sixth visit.

After graduating from college, Mintener spent two years with the Peace Corps in Guinea,
West Africa, where she taught flute at the Lyceé Classique de Musique in Conakry and
worked as a French/English interpreter on the hospital ship for Project Hope. She has trav-
elled throughout western Africa.

Mintener is also a graduate of the University of Wisconsin Law School. Until her retire-
ment, she worked for 28 years for the Wisconsin Department of Revenue as a litigator of their
large-claim, complex sales-tax cases. She was also a representative for the Wisconsin State
Attorneys’ Union and a member of its bargaining team. It has been her great pleasure to serve
for the past 14 years as the NFA’s legal counsel. She has appreciated that NFA is the one place
that has recognized her as both a lawyer and as a musician.

Mintener adopted two daughters as babies and subsequently married Bob, who had ad-
opted a baby and had a daughter from a previous marriage. Their children are now adults with
children of their own. Linda and Bob have seven grandchildren and two great grandchildren,
all of whom (except the baby) are coming to the convention from as far away as New York,
Michigan, and Washington, DC.

The Minteners love to travel. They spent four summers in rural China teaching English to
English teachers, have participated in wheelchair distribution projects in Jamaica and Viet-
nam, and have travelled for pleasure to many other developing and developed countries.
